The hubs are at Peel,
Castletown, Ramsey, Onchan, and Kenyons. These hubs will be pivotal in the
local areas and connect with agencies and the communities in delivering our
goals. The plan is that these clubs will operate a holiday offer for at least 5

weeks of the year amongst other ideas the area workers may have.

Guernsey Youth Service Visit — Staff from Guernsey Youth Service are visiting
our island in July, so we may be out and about on the evenings chatting to staff
and young people. | will keep you informed.

Outdoor Learning Centre




OLC operations have ramped this term. Significant work has been done on the
assault course and good progress has been made on the problem-solving
field.

As well as more contractors on site, it's been great to see some young people
starting to use the centre. A special thanks to Ali, alongside Alex and Harry for
the work they did on a week-long DofE Gold expedition with a young man from
autism initiatives (more info can be found in Ali’s report). We’ve also delivered a
paddle board taster session to UCM students and several DofE groups have

used our campsite for their expeditions.

Work continues to develop on our future programmes and we're working with
our area workers to offer outdoor activity provision for our summer clubs. We're
making good progress with our key stage 2 and 3 offers, commencing from
next term. Alongside programme development the OLC team have also
undertaken several training courses in Paddle Sports and DofE. One of our
instructors Alex, is just about to commence training that would allow us to
deliver in house training and paddle sports qualifications to future users. Alex
has also agreed to ‘act up’ as chief instructor for the foreseeable future, this will
make re-opening much smoother and give is more delivery options moving

forward, thank-you Alex.

Finally, it's been great to welcome our friends from DHA, who have worked with
some of their service users to complete several jobs across the site. These
include; grass cutting, clearing over grown areas and site clearance to highlight
a few. This partnership will hopefully become permanent which would help the

centre in being able to reopen and look it's best moving forward.

At this time of year, for DofE, the emphasis is on the expedition
section. Whilst the other sections of volunteering, physical and skill
continue in the background, many Award Groups are preparing
their young people for their ventures with practical training
sessions on: basic first aid and emergency procedures, planning a
route, hazards and risk management, use of maps and navigation,
tents, expedition kit, rucksack packing, menu planning and stove

use.

Expedition season opened on 1 April; a total of 19 expeditions have

been approved so far. The next few months will see groups out



most weekends taking part in Bronze, Silver and Gold expeditions,
having to navigate around the many other local events that are

taking place at this time of year.

Changes to this section, brought in after Covid, have enabled
Award Groups to complete Gold Expeditions on-Island, and this is
one of the flexibilities that will continue after this year. Although
an off-Island venture is still to be encouraged as a great experience
for young people, this will enable Groups who struggle to take the
time or find the qualified staff to support their young people
through the whole of their Gold Award. As a consequence, I have
been locating suitable wild camp areas, in agreement with DEFA ,
as wild camping is not permitted on the Isle of Man. Myself and the
two instructors at Ardwhallan, Alex and Harry, have been able to
help a couple of groups with expedition supervision and

assessments.

In particular we have been supporting Autism Initiatives with a Gold
Expedition that involved walking and outdoor activities. The
participants spent half the day walking on a traditional DofE route
and then half the day taking part in outdoor activities, over four

days and three nights.

At Kenyons Cafe the team are preparing to run a junior and a senior provision.

DBS renewals — the new system, Care Check, is up and running with renewal
invitations being emailed to staff on expiry of their DBS. Thank you to
everyone who has completed the process to date. The renewal process is
straightforward. When you receive your renewal invitation please take action
as soon as possible. If you have any questions about the process please

contact Heather or Neil in the office. There is no cost to renew.

DBS Update Service - If staff have subscribed to the DBS annual update
service they will be notified by DBS when their annual renewal is
due. Payment can be reclaimed via PiP. You can subscribe to the update

service within 28 days of your DBS certificate being issued.

DBS Portability - In June it was confirmed that we can accept current
enhanced DBS certificates if issued for a role within the Department of
Education, Sport and Culture. The issue date must be within the last 3 years.
We are not able to accept certificates for other government departments or

other organisations.
