1.9 Neglect definition

[image: image9.jpg]What is Neglect?

Persistent failure to meet a child's basic physical
and/or psychological needs, likely to result in the
serious impairment of the child’s health or
development.

It may occur during pregnancy as a result of
maternal substance misuse.

It may involve the neglect of or lack of
responsiveness to a child’s basic emotional needs.

Failure to:

+ Provide adequate food, clothing and shelter (including exclusion from home or
abandonment)

+ Protect from physical and emotional harm

+ Ensure adequate supervision (including the use of inadequate caregivers)

» Ensure access to appropriate medical care or treatment

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1.13 sexual abuse definition

[image: image13.jpg]What is Sexual Abuse?

Involves forcing or enticing a child or
young person to take part in sexual
activities, including sexual exploitation,
whether or not the child is aware of what
is happening.

This may involve:
o Physical contact including penetrative acts

~rape

- buggery

- oral sex

Non-penetrative acts

- looking at/producing illegal abusive sexual material

- watching sexual activity

~ encouraging children to behave in sexually inappropriate ways

It is the persistent emotional ill-
treatment so as to cause severe
and adverse effects on a child’s
emotional development.

It may involve conveying to a child that they are:
Worthless
Unloved
Inadequate
Loved only insofar as they meet another persons needs

(Some level of emotional abuse is involved in all types of
maltreatment although it may occur alone)

Children & Young people witnessing and hearing domestic abuse is
defined as emotional abuse and may lead to significant harm.

Physical abuse may
involve hitting, shaking,
throwing, poisoning,
burning or scalding,
drowning, suffocating,
or otherwise causing

physical harm to a child. Physical harm may also

be caused when a parent
or carer fabricates the
symptoms of, or
deliberately induces
illness in a child.

1.22 Child Criminal exploitation

[image: image22.jpg]Child Criminal Exploitation

This means a child or young person is tricked or manipulated

o criminal activity, usually by an older child or young.
person. through the threat of violence, for financial gain of
the perpetrator or gang.

The child or young person is considered ally exploited
even if it appears consensual and it can be an in person
contact or on line reraction.

This type of abuse occurs on the Isle of Man in the following ways:
Receiving drugs through the postal system for local contacts with national Organised Crime
Groups (OCG) and carrying/transporting drugs for drug dealers.
Having money transferred through bank account of a child on behalf of OCG.
Use of social media, especially Snap Chat, to organise drug deliveries or to recruit other young

people into being drug or money mules.
Sexual exploitation in return for drugs or other items e.g. mobile phones, alcohal, cigarettes.

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1.26 Harmful sexual behviours

[image: image26.jpg]Harmful Sexual Behaviour (HSB)

Developmentally inappropriate sexual behaviour displayed by children and young people which
may be harmful or abusive.

HSB encompasses a range of behaviour, which can

be displayed towards younger children, peers, older

children or adults. HSB can include:

« using sexually explicit words and phrases

« inappropriate touching

« using sexual violence or threats

« sexual activity with other children or adults.

Sexual behaviour between children is considered harmful if one of the children is much older

- particularly if there is a big age difference in age or if one of the children is pre-pubescent

and the other isn't (Davies, 2012). However, a younger child can abuse an older child,

particularly if they have power over them - for example, i the older child is disabled (Rich,

2011).

Research indicates that one third of sexual abuse may be perpetrated by young
people under 18 against other children and young people

is the long-term misuse of drugs and/or alcohol by a parent
or carer.

Parents and carers who misuse substances can have chaotic,
unpredictable lifestyles and may struggle to recognise and

meet their children's needs. This may result in their children
being at risk of harm.

+ Be open and honest when speaking to children, parents and carers

« Share, with consent, where appropriate (unless there is sufficient need to
override the lack of consent)

« Ensure information is necessary, proportionate, relevant, accurate, timely and
secure

« Consider an child’s safety and well-being when making decisions about sharing
information

+ Professionals should keep accurate records of decisions made

If you receive an allegation about a member of staff or a volunteer or
if you see a member of staff or volunteer:

Behave in a way that has, or may have, harmed a child.
Possibly commit a criminal offence against, or related to, a child.

Behave towards a child in a way that indicates that he or she is
unsuitable to work with children.

[ You should:

Record what you have seen or been told.
Report the incident to your designated
safeguarding person or your manager,
and they will follow the appropriate
procedure for your organisation.
